Ten Area Women Honored at YWCA Tribute to Women Celebration
38 Years of Honoring Sioux Falls Area Women

On Thursday, March 24, the YWCA of Sioux Falls celebrated the 38" anniversary of honoring
local women with its Tribute to Women event at the Washington Pavilion of Arts and Science.

The area’s premier recognition event for women honored 44 nominees — and 10 winners — in
the categories of Banking & Finance, Education, Executive Leadership, Government & Law,
Healthcare & Science, Nonprofit & Human Services, Professions, Sales & Marketing, Sylvia
Henkin Mentoring Award and Tomorrow’s Leader.

“Tribute to Women is about honoring the good work of area women and recognizing the
impact women have in our community,” said Laurie Knutson, CEO of the YWCA of Sioux
Falls. “It’s only appropriate then, that we use proceeds from this event to further the leadership
opportunities available to women in the Sioux Empire and to encourage young women to
achieve all that they desire. Over the next year, we are focusing on developing a Women'’s
Leadership Forum that incorporates a mentoring opportunity between young, up-and-coming
women, and women in leadership roles. Young women are telling us they want more
opportunities and relationships with women from whom they can learn. We're excited about
what this will lead to.”

Nearly 600 nominees, nominators, YWCA members, volunteers, business people and family
members enjoyed the reception, silent auction and awards program at the Thursday evening
event. Proceeds will support YWCA’s childcare programs, scholarships for children’s camps and
sports programs, and support for refugee and immigrant women in our community.
